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CLEM7 TUNNEL ENTRANCES TAKING SHAPE

Following the completion of tunnelling and concrete lining of the CLEM7, the tunnel entrances are
now taking shape with the first of three architecturally designed canopies installed at Shafston
Avenue in Kangaroo Point.

RiverCity Motorway Group CEO Flan Cleary said the canopies were an example of urban design
and safety coming together.

“The entrance canopies provide a transition between the light inside and outside the tunnel,
allowing the eyes of drivers to adjust to the driving environment,” Cleary said.

Designed by EDAW AECOM, each canopy is a one-of-a-kind structure with each piece of
steelwork, roof and ceiling being unique.

The 70-tonne entrance canopy at Shafston Avenue is comprised of 1,000 unique pieces. The
largest piece is 19 metres long and weighs 1.5 tonne.

Construction of the tunnel entrance canopy at Woolloongabba is well advanced and early
construction activity has commenced on the entrance canopy at Bowen Hills.
